The 5Ks Kangha - comb, Kirpan - sword, 
Kara - bracelet, Kachera - shorts, 
Kesh - uncut hair. 

What are 
the five key 
beliefs?

* God is in everything. 
* It is a Sikh’s duty to serve 
others (sewa)
* All people should be treated as 
equals.
* Sikhs should share what they 
can with others.
* Sikhs should earn their living 
honestly.

The Golden 
Temple

A place of Sikh pilgrimage in 
Amritsar, India. Sikhs believe 
God is everywhere so they don’t 
have to go to Amritsar but may 
choose to go to see such a 
beautiful and historic place.

Marriage A Sikh wedding is held in the 
Gurdwara (Sikh place of worship) 
and a passage from the Guru 
Granth Sahib is read. Some Sikh 
weddings in India are arranged 
marriages. The couple walk 
slowly around the Guru Granth
Sahib with the husband leading 
the bride. Music is played and 
hymns are sung.
