The Ten

She devoted 
her life to caring for the sick and 
poor.

Confirmation 
ceremony

A rite of passage. It deepens 
one's relationship with God and 
shows commitment to faith.

Holy 
Communion

A Christian ceremony with bread 
and wine to remember the last 
supper of Jesus Christ
